AROUND THE MUSEUM  
 

 The  Museum opened on May 10th  this 

year and attendance has been reasonably good 

with about 365 people coming through our doors 

in May, of which approximately 95 of them were 

tourists looking for information. This is about the 

same numbers as recorded last year. Cool and 

rainy weather seems to limit visitors every May! 

 

 This year there are two major new projects. 

First is the introduction of a Scenic Bus Tour of 

Historic Portage la Prairie. This will be about a 

two hour tour with a Guide/Commentator to ex-

plain the important and history of various build-

ings. The tour will also include a tour of the Island 

park, and of Southport. 

 

 Secondly, the Museum has purchased Past-

Perfect Software to computerize its inventory of 

artefacts and photos. Although this will be a multi

-year undertaking, it will be started. Someday part 

or all of it may be available on our website. 

 

 Lastly there extracts from the book ñFrench 

in the Westò by Grant MacEwan which was taken 

from a publication of the Richer Hotel. It provides 

some interesting information on Manitoba from 

200 years ago. For example, when Manitoba be-

came a Province in 1870 there were only a total of 

11963 people here and 82% were of mixed blood. 

There were only 588 Indians, or aboriginals, liv-

ing in Manitoba at the time. Treaty #1 was signed 

on August 3, 1871, at Lower Fort Garry and cov-

ered the same territory as the ñPostage Stamp 

Provinceò as Manitoba was popularly known.
